ocations, producer s-as-gitlfriends, and it's own soap opera, the
show goes on as the observations of a brilliant story-teller of Moraregian life in the midowest with all of the fictional
characters yowr editor grew up with, [ catot hear enough lutefisk jokes.

It was fascnating towatch a live radio program with actors being siven script changes on paper during the show, choirs
bemg moved in and out during skits, stagehands changing the setups and music directors entering and leaving the same
plato taking their music with them. I recorded the program and the broadeast version was shaming in 1t's quality of
production.
