The engneer’ s cottage ourrently houses
bhe M oewr Jerseyr Broadeaster™s Hall of Fame collection along with item s on display from the Mew JTersey Anticue Eadio
Club, Across the street iz the 45-room hotel Marcory balt for his workers in 1914, Infofgze members and member
orgaizations are in the process of restoring this property for use by member orgamzations. Other uiddings on the
property will provde Infodze with roughly 200,000 square feet of space for displays and actiaties
